Officer's Memorial Day. This is permanent, and there isther day legally determined by Federal law to honor thg
law enforcement profession.
We ask that you participate in activities for National Police WaekPeace Officer's Memorial Day, whether you are
an officer, a civilian or a family survivor.
WHAT YOU CAN DO
Attend the lllinois law Enforcement Memorial at the State GapitSpringfield on May 3rd.
Arrange to hold a memorial service in your community. Tiggnorial should be a day of honor not only for thosg
who have died in the line of duty, but also for their atons and for all law enforcement officers.
Utilize the media to inform the public about this week and abeents that may be taking place. Radio, TV, and
newspaper are often willing to provide coverage, if given advaotieen Make use of free, Public Service
Announcements.
Distribute blue ribbons in your area. These can be smalltorvesar or larger ones to fly from car antennas. Tie
them to trees and light posts in your area.
Ask churches to use their bulletin and outdoor signsdol@im the week. Encourage the active participation of
uniformed officers at church services.
Ask civic clubs to use this week to “salute officers” in the samity with special lunches, award, or other civic
recognition.
Hold an open house at area police departments.
Encourage schools to hold contest. Poems or essays caritba wbbut favorite officers or how officers serve the
community. These can be published in the newspaper. Postebe drawn and displayed in merchants windows.
Ask local merchants to display prominent flags at half staffnay 15 and put a message proclaiming National
Police Week on their outdoor signs.
Volunteer to speak at civic meetings.
Keep a blue light shining your window.
